	Priorities for the year 
	What do we need to do to make the school a better place? 
Floyd: tuck shop (charity days)
Raf: Dinner hall outside space, astroturf space

Amber: Gym club – use gym equipment

Alfie: add more sports into PE – Mr Mitchell to share year timetable of which sports will happen when as lots of sports will already be planned for, just not this term
Riley: Things to make breaktimes better, e.g. outdoor gym equipment/rock climbing wall etc.  

All: after school clubs

We focused on breaktimes:- more equipment in music room, things are broken, can’t use guitars. Work out a way that trusted students can use more expensive equipment. Limits on the number of people who are in there, gets too loud, or some people in there who aren’t playing music.  Mrs Lamkin in in the process of setting up these expectations/what’s on each day so this needs to be incorporated into the breaktime options so students know what the club is for.  Need more headphones for playing music.

After school clubs: Travel training for students to get buses home after clubs?  Maybe a once-per-week club across the school and then students could all get home together. Amber suggested that there could be a different type of club on each week so that students could try out different things.
Lunchtime arrangements: sometimes students who go last might miss out on a meal because they don’t like what’s left. Students have heard staff complain about the food which puts them off (it’s bland, not like I’d cook at home etc).  Staff going up first also contributes to certain meals not being left at the end.  Could we go back to the system where people choose their food during morning tutor time.  Raf: Can we colour code meal options so students can choose more easily?
ACTION: Riley and Alfie will put together a questionnaire for students to gain pupil voice on what clubs everyone would like, transport home, how students find the lunchtime process.
